SECOND READING        Romans 6.12-23 

Lector   A Reading from the Letter to the Romans. 
 

Do not let sin exercise dominion in your mortal bodies, to make you obey their passions. No 
longer present your members to sin as instruments of wickedness, but present yourselves to 
God as those who have been brought from death to life, and present your members to God as 
instruments of righteousness. For sin will have no dominion over you, since you are not under 
law but under grace. 
 

What then? Should we sin because we are not under law but under grace? By no means! Do 
you not know that if you present yourselves to anyone as obedient slaves, you are slaves of the 
one whom you obey, either of sin, which leads to death, or of obedience, which leads to 
righteousness? But thanks be to God that you, having once been slaves of sin, have become 
obedient from the heart to the form of teaching to which you were entrusted, and that you, 
having been set free from sin, have become slaves of righteousness. I am speaking in human 
terms because of your natural limitations. For just as you once presented your members as 
slaves to impurity and to greater and greater iniquity, so now present your members as slaves 
to righteousness for sanctification. 
 

When you were slaves of sin, you were free in regard to righteousness. So what advantage did 
you then get from the things of which you now are ashamed? The end of those things is death. 
But now that you have been freed from sin and enslaved to God, the advantage you get is 
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sanctification. The end is eternal life. For the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is 
eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.

St. Gregory’s always has your back!  BackPACK that is! The Long Beach Rescue Mission is again 
partnering with local middle schools to provide backpacks and supplies to children in need. We 
will run our drive from June 7-July 26, and our goal is to provide as many backpacks and 
supplies as possible. The list is specific, so please do not add anything extra. Remember, you do 
not have to provide a full backpack; simply donate what you are able. The flyer will be printed 
in our weekly bulletins and posted for your convenience on our social media accounts. If you 
choose to make a cash donation, you may do so from the church website or in the collection 
plate; make sure that you designate that your donation is earmarked for backpacks. Monetary 
donations may be made to the Mission for extra educational needs for residents. 
 
Summer Pledge Payments:  Summer is always a little bit rough for parish finances. Monthly 
income tends to drop due to parishioners being away on vacation. While our parishioners get to 
take vacations, the parish does not get a vacation from paying the bills. If at all possible, please 
keep up with your monthly pledge commitments during the summer months. It will make life a 
lot easier and less stressful for the Treasurer and the Finance Office. We are very grateful for 
your efforts to do so! 
 
Air Conditioner Fund:  As we recently informed the parish, we are having to replace the heating 
and air conditioning (HVAC) system in the Sanctuary, to the tune of $120,000. While we are 
able to cover the expense out of our reserves, this will greatly deplete those funds. We are 
asking that parishioners consider giving to help offset the cost of our new HVAC system. You 
can do so by writing a check to St. Gregory’s with “HVAC” in the memo line. Or you can make a 
donation online through our parish website at https://secure.myvanco.com/L-
Z4WR/campaign/C-12C50 and put HVAC in the note box. Thank you for your generosity.
